Paternal  side  –  the  Christmas’

My  paternal  grandmother  was  born  in  1874/5  in  Rolvenden,  Kent.  She  was 
christened  Emily  Ellen  Lewis  Christmas.  Her  parents  were  Thomas  Christmas  and 
Matilda  Cramp.

She  married  my  grandfather  Frederick  Pringle  in  1899.  At  this  time,  she  would 
appear  to  have  already  had  two  children,  Winifred  aged  5  and  Horace  aged  3.
From a pencilled note at the foot of the 1911 census  it would appear  that  they 
were  illegitimate  as  they  took  their  mother’s  name,  and  I  can  find  no  record  of  a 
father. It is possible that Ellen herself was illegitimate as one record I have seen 
describes her as 'baseborn'.

Winifred  and  Horace  do  not  appear  to  be  residing  with  Frederick  and  Emily  at  the
time  of  the  1901  census, they well have been in employment and residing at their
places of work.  However they do appear to be  resident  in  1911.  At  some  point 
after  the  1911  census,  they  changed  their  surname  to  Pringle.

Winifred  remained  unmarried  but  in  1921  Horace  married  Caroline  Butchers
I  do  remember  meeting  both  of  these  people  very  occasionally  and  my  father 
referred  to  them  as  his  brother  and  sister,  but  it’s  all  a  bit  mysterious!
